Memorial Health Center Now Providing Digital Mammography

(Medford) Women who undergo mammograms at Memorial Health Center now have the latest breast screening technology available to them, digital mammography.

“Nationwide, only 30 percent of breast imaging centers currently provide digital mammography services,” said Jacqui Jakubowski, Imaging Services Director, “MHC is pleased to be offering this advanced technology in Medford.”

By age 40, it is recommended that a woman see her doctor once a year for preventive health care, including a mammogram -- a potentially live-saving action.  Mammography is the best method of detecting breast disease or cancer when no symptoms exist.

Digital mammography, like traditional film mammography, takes an x-ray of the breast.  While traditional mammography may result in images that resemble a smoky haze, digital mammography provides incredibly sharp, digital images that are stored electronically and can be magnified to help detect the smallest abnormality.  

Digital mammography can spot a lump two to three years before a woman may feel it.

At Memorial Health Center, digital mammograms are evaluated by an experienced radiologist as well as by a Computer-Aided Detection (CAD) smart technology program.  CAD acts as a second set of eyes to support and enhance the radiologist’s judgment.

Women may notice little difference when going for a digital mammogram at Memorial Health Center.  The procedure is the same as traditional film mammography.  However, because digital mammography is “filmless,” nothing has to be developed, reducing patient wait time.

To increase patient comfort, the health center uses a specially designed, single-use cushion that significantly eases the discomfort of a mammogram for most women.
