American Cancer Society Program Helps Local Woman 

(MEDFORD, WI)– “I did not know what to expect but decided to go in with an open mind,” said Linda Metzner, Medford, of how she felt before attending the American Cancer Society Look Good…Feel Better( program at Memorial Health Center in Medford. Metzner, a cancer patient being treated at Memorial Health Center, decided to attend the session after hearing about it at one of her appointments. “Each participant received an impressive array of cosmetics. It was almost like Christmas! I got a kick out of playing makeup.”

In addition to the physical and emotional concerns of the disease itself, the side effects of cancer treatment can be devastating to a woman’s self esteem. In her mirror she sees someone she doesn’t even recognize—tired and discolored, with thinning hair and no eyelashes. Patients who have participated in Look Good…Feel Better( call the program an emotional lifesaver, because it returns them to a sense of normalcy and allows them to smile once again at the person in the mirror. Metzner noted, “The program was a very pleasant experience and the volunteers put everyone at ease. We had a wonderful open conversation and it was so rewarding to learn that everyone was there to support as well as to be supported.”
